語」実受験者（以下、センター試験受験者）の能力推定値の経年変化を、共
通被験者計画によるデータの尺度等化を用いて調査した。その結果、1997
年を境として能力推定値が下がることが示されたが、この調査では観察され
た能力推定値の下降が具体的にどのような下位能力の影響によるものである
かは明らかにされていない。 本発表では、潜在ランク理論 (Shojima, 2008)
を援用して、共通被験者計画による尺度等化を行った上で、1990年度・
1997年度・2004年度各年度におけるセンター試験実受験者の能力記述文体
系に現れる英語学力の経年的な変化を報告する。
